Before you answer multiple-choice questions, make sure you:

v" Read each question before you look at the answers.

v Try to come up with the answer in your head before looking at the provided answers, this
way the choices given on the test won't throw you off or trick you.

v" Read each answer carefully; don’t skip words.

v Eliminate answers you know are wrong.

v" Read over the remaining choices before choosing your answer.
v" Choose the best or most correct answer.

BOOK. Match the picture from the QUESTION BOOK and ANSWER book as a visual
reminder to yourself!
